Week of November 3
We continue with unit 2 this week. In unit two we focus on balance, peace, and harmony. Students come to recognize that there is balance in all systems and come to appreciate the order and harmony within systems of the universe. Students learn that balance is essential to harmony and interdependence contributes to balance. We also focus on Control and regulation as it helps to sustain equilibrium.

This week we will continue with multiplication. We will continue to work on divisibility rules in order to strengthen our understanding of factors and prime numbers. We will also continue to work on multi-digit multiplication this week. We will focus on the strategy of traditional multiplication. We will continue with our multiplication timed tests every Wednesday.  Students are continuing with model drawing. 

In science we continue with energy. Please fill out the energy form from DTE form and return to your child’s teacher as soon as possible, so that your class can get a mini grant from DTE.
Last week we built electrical circuits using batteries and one using solar energy. This week will continue with our energy concepts and watch a Bill Nye Video. 
In Social Studies this week we will identify characteristics of a constitutional, representative, and a Republic government and connect those characteristics to the United States government. Students will apply their understanding by analyzing a fictitious government.  
Students also receive a Time for Kids every Wednesday and are expected to complete totally ten (see attachment link under homestudy). Totally ten is due every Monday.

In Reader’s workshop we will continue to build stamina.  Students will also practice various reading strategies we will review during reader’s workshop.  We will continue reading clubs this week, and read informational texts on energy to connect to our science unit. Students collect their own spelling words for their list every Monday and are tested every Friday as well. They are expected to study their words at home.  We are also working on homophones in grammar and reviewing plural and possessive nouns. 
In vocabulary, students are completing center activities. 
In writer’s workshop we continue with poetry. Students will listen to various poems read aloud and respond, as well as read poetry on their own. Students will continue to learn about poetic devices and using imagery in poetry. 
This week in Islamics we will continue discussing the six articles of faith. Students will analyze and discuss ayahs of the Quran relating to the six pillars. We will also continue discussing the Unit 2 Hadith in terms of our concepts of balance and harmony and brainstorm ways we can apply the hadith in our lives. 
This week we will also begin discussing our trimester 1 culminating project and gathering necessary materials.  Students will collect recyclable items for their project this week so they are ready to begin working on it next week.
