Week of September 15th
This unit we will be focusing on spiritual literacy and specifically looking at systems, interdependency, and rights and responsibilities. 
This week we will continue to review place value and learning about number bonds to help students to decompose numbers, improve their mental math abilities, and to master addition and subtraction. We will also begin to go over specific addition strategies. We will continue with our multiplication timed tests every Wednesday.  Students are continuing with model drawing.  

In Science we will continue with weather and erosion. We have been discussing slow changes on Earth. This week we will focus on fast changes on Earth and look at volcanoes and tsunamis.   

In Social Studies we will discuss the responsibilities that connect to the first amendment rights. Students will also be surveying adults about what they think the most important civic responsibility is as we begin to discuss civic responsibilities. 

In Reader’s workshop we will continue to build stamina.  Students will also practice various reading strategies we will review during reader’s workshop.  We will also focus on dictionary and thesaurus skills in preparation for Spelling and Vocabulary. 

Writer’s Workshop students will pick a seed story and begin drafting their personal narratives. 

This week in Islamics we will continue discussing our rights and responsibilities as Muslims. We will also continue discussing the 5 pillars through discussions about Fasting and Zakah.
